How to calculate weight of LDPE or LLDPE plastic film
To calculate the weight per M FEET of film, you need to simply know the width and gauge of the film.  To get the weight of a roll, you also need the length of the roll. 

WEIGHT PER M FT  =  WIDTH  X  GAUGE  X  .4 (constant factor)
Example: For 20”  70-GA (.0007) film, the weight per M feet = 20 x .7 x .4 = 5.6#/M ft
If 20” 70-gauge film is put up in a 6500’ length, multiply weight per M ft (5.6) by the number of M feet (6.5) to get the roll weight of 36.4#

Logically,  WEIGHT PER ROLL = WIDTH  X  GAUGE  X  .4  X  (LENGTH/1000)
